NIBRT are seeking an enthusiastic Postdoctoral Researcher to join the NIBRT GlycoScience group on Science Foundation Ireland funded project Microbe Mom SFI Spoke (16/SP/3827). 

This project is a unique collaboration between the SFI Research Centre APC Microbiome Ireland in Teagasc and University College Cork (UCC), the UCD Perinatal Research Centre, School of Medicine, University College Dublin, Alimentary Health Ltd and National Institute of Biotechnology Research and Training (NIBRT). The aim of the project is to determine the dietary, and maternal factors (such as health status) that contribute to the composition and optimal transfer of microbes from mother-to-infant.
NIBRT’s part of the project includes development of technologies on an automated platform for analysis of glycolipids (GSL) and milk oligosaccharides (HMOs) and full characterization of major glycans  including lactose content from these samples (WAX-HPLC, HILIC-UPLC, exoglycosidase digestions, mass spectrometry). The successful candidate will be based in NIBRT under the supervision of Dr Radka Fahey (Saldova) (Principal Investigator- PI and line manager) working on this part of the project.
The successful candidate will be based at NIBRT Limited facility Fosters Avenue, Mount Merrion, Co. Dublin working within the NIBRT GlycoScience Group and will be required to travel to UCC or UCD for meetings and also to national/international conferences and meetings.
